Enzo Biagi was an Italian journalist, writer, and television author who, on several occasions
throughout his life, encountered Russia. In Italy, he is often remembered for his television
report Che succede all’Est? (1990), a narrative exploration of Gorbachev’s perestroika-era
Russia and of the other Warsaw Pact countries in the aftermath of the fall of the Iron Curtain.
However, as early as August 1967, he had already travelled to Moscow to write articles about
Svetlana Alliluyeva’s defection to India and the United States. During that period, he
interviewed Svetlana’s son, losif Morozov, and her granddaughter, Gulya Dzhugashvili,
while visiting Gori, as well as Kapler and Yuliya Drunina at their dacha in Peredelkino.
These interviews were later collected in his book Mamma Svetlana, nonno Stalin.

Biagi returned to the USSR in 1974, producing a new report that became the basis for his
book Russia. This latter work particularly reveals Biagi’s personal engagement with the then-
Soviet Union — his literary, social, and moral preparation for that distant reality — and,
above all, as he himself emphasises in the book’s introduction, his deep affection for Russia.
The main theme of the seminar will be centred on this reportage.
